The California Pork Ambassador Program is designed for youth to develop strong relationships with producers and members of the swine industry. It is an opportunity to improve your communication and leadership skills and become informed about pork production issues and changes. The main goal of the Pork Ambassador Program is to promote California Pork Producers and the swine industry at various events throughout the year.  
The program has unlimited possibilities. Our members range from educators at several different agricultural colleges such as UC Davis, CSU Fresno, and Modesto Junior College. They also include commercial swine operators, breeding stock producers and boar studs. The opportunities are endless. The successful candidate will gain valuable experience and develop relationships that will last a lifetime.

Program Requirements if selected as the 2012 Ambassador:
Candidates are required to attend the 2012 and 2013 Pork Spectacular. While there, they will be interviewed by leaders in the swine industry and participate in preparing the CPPA display. They will also clerk the shows, help at the BBQ, Pig in the Poke Auction, and Banquet. 
Other requirements include; attend CPPA events; Western All Breeds, Cow Palace, and the California Ag Teachers Association trade show.  At these events the ambassador will be required to set up and display the CPPA promotional board and materials.  This delegate may attend the National Pork Leadership Institute, held during June in Des Moines, IA.
The 2012 California Pork Ambassador will be announced during the Pork Spectacular Swine Sale. The new Ambassador will receive a plaque and a $500 scholarship (awarded at the completion of the program).  

CALIFORNIA YOUTH AMBASSADOR SELECTION AND SEMINAR

	The selection of California’s Youth Ambassador is scheduled in conjunction with a seminar designed to familiarize the nominees with State and National pork producers programs and operations, current pork production issues and leadership training.  
	This leadership training seminar is scheduled for March 9-11, 2012 in Turlock, California and will be designed to accommodate 6 to 8 youth participants ages 18 to 21 under the direction of the Youth Program Director of the California Pork Producers Association.
	The objective of the program will be to provide a qualified group of young people to become better acquainted with the Swine industry, to improve their communication and leadership skills as well as selection of a Youth Leadership Training Delegate.  This delegate may attend the NPB State Intern training, held during June in Des Moines, IA.  The delegate will also complete a one year program designed by the CPPA and will receive a scholarship.  The state seminar in March will include two night’s lodging and food costs.  The national program will cover lodging, meals, and transportation expenses.
