1st  Annual Show Pig Scholarship

The Directors of the California Pork Producers Association and the CPPA Youth Committee invite the breeders and junior members of the association to participate in the 1st Annual Show Pig Scholarship program.  

The main goal of this program is to promote interaction between the leaders of today and those of tomorrow by providing junior members a high quality show pig for their county fair, as well as gain a depth of knowledge about the swine industry from the breeder.  It is the goal of the program to assist junior members with strong scholastic skills, who may not be financially able to purchase a show pig, and have an interest in the swine industry.
The responsibilities of each party are outlined in the following:
Breeder:

Each breeder will select a quality show pig, and communicate with the recipient of the gilt at least four times during the program year.  The breeder will also be available for consultation as needed by the junior recipient.  Breeders are required to give an on-farm tour to the recipient of the show pig.  The breeder will have a pig available to the applicant at the time that best suits their fair schedule.  Breeders may fax in their Breeders Application, but must do so by December 31, 2008.  
Junior Participant:
Each CPPA junior participant will have completed a “show pig scholarship application” and assume all normal production expenses with the exception of purchase price.  
The Show Pig Scholarship applicants must attend the 2009 Pork Spectacular to meet the breeder which is donating the pig.  The junior member will draft monthly reports and send a copy to both the original owner and the CPPA office.  The participant will be required to schedule an on farm tour and visit with the breeder donating the pig, and will be required to pick up the pig at that point in time.  Members are invited to provide constructive suggestions to enhance the program and to provide a positive experience for the participating members.  CPPA is very enthused about the impact that this program has had, and asks for your participations, leadership, and support!!

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Breeders Proposal/Application for the Loaner Gilt and Show Pig Scholarship Program
Each Breeder involved in the project shall agree on the following:
·   Loaner Gilt:
-
Select one or more open or bred registered gilt(s) from their herd.  Gilt(s) should have farrowed between 

March 1st and September 1st

·
Loan the gilt(s) to a junior CPPA member for one year after which the sow may be returned to the original 


owner or purchased with owners consent.

·
Provide a health certificate for the gilt(s) as prescribed by the Pork Spectacular health requirements.


·
 These gilts must pass a quality sifting committee prior to the selection process.  
- Schedule a day with the applicant for them to pick up their gilt, and provide an on-farm tour

·
Contact the CPPA Junior member four (4) times during the year for consultation on the progress of the 


loaned gilt.

·  Show Pig

- Select one or more show pig from their herd, which will best fit the fair schedule for the applicant
- Donate the show pig to the junior member so they can exhibit the market hog at their county fair.

- Schedule a day with the applicant for them to pick up their pig, and provide an on-farm tour


·
Contact the CPPA Junior member four (4) times during the time which they have the pig for consultation on the progress of the 
show pig.
